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(F-15E STRIKE EAGLE)

One of the most exciting exhibits at 1980 Farnborough
Air Show was the F-15E Strike Eagle wrapped up In
green camouflage, surrounded by excessive amount of
external stores in 1its display on the ground.

The Strike Eagle was converted from an F-15B two
seater Eagle. Though originally designed as a multi
role combat aircraft, the present main role of the Eagle
is restricted to an interceptor, while the F-16 is used
for close support missions.

As there was a demand in the Air Force for an aircraft
which could replace the F-111 and the A-7, McDonnell
Douglas and Hughes jointly started the development
by their own fund under the project named AFCD
(Advanced Fighter Capability Demonstration).

A “Conformal Fuel Tank” was attached on each side of
the fuselage to extend the range and to provide
additional store stations. A series of advanced functions
was added to the Hughes APG-63 radar and fire
control system.

The rear seat is for WSO (Weapon Systems Officer)
who handles the sophisticated nav/attack control
system. '
